A Club or Commissioner submits the proposed rule change on the application form to the MNZ office by
28" February.

MNZ office circulates the proposed rule change to the relevant discipline Commissioner and Officials
Commissioner for review and recommendations.
The Proposed rule change is posted on the MNZ website for members’ feedback.

Members and commissioners to send feedback to MNZ office by 31% March.

Proposed rule changes, commissioners’ recommendation and members’ feedback is forwarded to the
Rules Appraisal Committee, Commissioners & Board no later than 15 April.

The Rules Appraisal Committee, 2 MNZ Staff member & 2 Board members (1 Off-road & 1 Road) will have
a meeting the first weekend of May and assess any conflicts between proposed changes and other existing
rules in consultation with the relevant Commissioner & Officials Commissioner.
